NT LINC systems Web deployment Using PCE Web Agent


Pre-install Set up:

In User Manager, set up Users and Passwords for Oracle, LINC NT, and External WWW users.

Install order:

LDAIII (custom so you can select the Direct Generate option)

Oracle

Cobol

LINC NT

PCE

Web Agent.

LINC Administration Client initial setup:

Choose an installed Environment (e.g. ENV1)

Add a database (e.g. S1).

PCE initial setup:  in C:\winnt\pce.ini

[CCF]Use Sessions=0 ; sets the PCE window to not force a session notes window

[CCF]userid=Admin ; sets the default logon

[Web Agent]Host=nnn.nnn.nnn.nnn ; tells PCE where to look for the web agent server.

Direct Generate Initial setup in LDA system directory window, add a host:

Name: a friendly host name used on later screens

Host/IP: a computer name (if on local LAN) or an IP number

Port: 7778

User: User and password for LINC NT from User Manager.

Initial set up to deploy a system:

In LINC Deployment Client: add a “system” and a path to where you want the executables. (it will create the directory)

In Internet Service manager: FTP: Directories: add a corresponding entry for were the executables will be stored and give it an alias

In LINC Administration Client, “bounce” the database (e.g. S1), that is do a “normal shut down” and “start up”.  (Not sure this is required or just a bug.)

In LDA system directory window:

Add a system to the model level including the business segment you want

Environment: Log activities & transactions; AdHoc required

PowerClient: 2R2

Pack Allocation: (use defaults)

OLTP: not enabled:

Generate:

As system:  (use default name)

As database:  system name from LINC Deployment Client 

Oracle DB:  database from LINC Administration Client (e.g. S1)

Environment:  environment name from Oracle install (e.g. ENV1)

# compiles:  # processors on the NT deployment box

Generate Oracle SQL views: check

Define a generate set for the newly added business segment (note you can have more than one generate set for a business segment)

Name:  a friendly name

Description:  a friendly description

Target host:  the friendly name from Direct Generate Setup

In PowerClient…Common Partition…User…Script administration…Create script:

Name the script

Choose “LINC 16 NT Winsock” template

Fill in the form:

Login:  external WWW user from User manager

SID:  database name from LINC Administration Client

System directory:  system path from LINC Deployment Client

System name:  system name from LINC Deployment Client (case sensitive)

IP:  IP address of the web agent host

Port:  6165

Password:  from external WWW user

Timeout and trace as you wish.

To (re)deploy a system:  in LDA system directory window:

Click the business segment to deploy

If the business segment has more than one Generate Set, click your choice.

From the menu bar, select File…Generate System… and fill in the form:

Turn off retain database for the first generate or any generate where you want to blow away the data

Set number of threads = number of processors

Make sure the host, name, environment, database, system etc are filled out appropriately

Make the compile type “.int” if you don’t have C++ on the deployment host

Push OK

If you get “failure to initialize FTP path, please specify FTP path name” simply set “specified alias volume name” – it should be pre-filled with the alias from Internet service manager.

To (re)deploy to the web:

In PowerClient…common partition…LINC workbench…File…Open session:

Choose the system’s script

After the session opens and the first screen is displayed, in File…Administration…Maintain forms, download all that need downloading

In Web Agent Site Builder (common partition), “follow your nose” (it’s pretty straightforward).
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
