Building a Menu of ROC Reports with ASP


Active Server Pages (ASP) can access ODBC compliant data sources.  Fortunately, there is an ODBC driver for Oracle databases and NT LINC uses Oracle.

Thanks to Jim Stewart for his October, 97 Unisphere article in which he gives a nice succinct example.

Here is the “proof of concept” ASP used to get information from NT LINC’s ROC tables and put a menu on the web.  Note that I have not tried to address security and efficiency.
