Hacking into LINC Application Databases


This is a real ‘hack’ if ever I’ve seen one.  There are two critical files that must be changed:  Listener.ora and TnsNames.ora.  They are in <drive>:\Oracle8\Net80\Admin.  Change ORCL to your LINC Environment’s SID name (e.g. S1).  One exception: in TnsNames.ora in the section for Beq-local.world, there is a parameter (ARGV0 = oracle80ORCL) – leave that one alone.

Be absolutely sure to back these files up before hacking.

In order for the changes to be made effective, you must reboot since these files are read during system start-up.
